RE: EU and UK Sanctions on Russian Iron and Steel 

 

Dear valued Oshkosh Corporation supplier partner: 

On September 30, 2023 the European Union (EU) and Great Britian (UK) instituted a new regulation 
against certain iron and steel products being imported into and/or procured within their respective 
countries.  In short, no products that enter or are sold within the EU or UK can contain any iron or steel 
which is of Russian origin.  The scope of this regulation includes the raw material used to manufacture 
the products you are currently selling to Oshkosh Corporation.  

As of today you will see a change to the Supplier Standards Guide, specifically Section D and Section F, 
that highlight this requirement.  Please ensure that you perform your due diligence of your supply-chain 
to adhere to these regulations.  We look forward to partnering with you to receive applicable 
certifications to this requirement.
